A A COOPERATIVE, in the correct sense of the
word, is the only way to achieve the prosperity of the Nation.
And it must be understood that it must be what is called a
“FREE COOPERATIVE” in which every member must have
a strict discipline; however, no one should be under the
order of any one else; he must be under a discipline that is
self-imposed; it must not be a cooperative under rules
imposed from outside. Therefore, cooperatives which exist
at present are progressing steadily, though possibly, slowly
because it is a discipline that is self-imposed by each
member. And it is a fact that a discipline that is self-imposed
is more difficult to achieve than a discipline that is
imposed by others. Although it is more difficult, it is more
durable. If everyone can set his own discipline, it will be
a more solid and more durable rule; it will be better than
to have others impose their will, their discipline on you;
it would be an imposed discipline, a discipline without
freedom....”
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MESSAGE FROM THE PRESIDENT

In 1997 Thailand has faced the severe economic crisis, so that financial assistance from
International Monetary Fund (IMF) is required. The financial sector has adversely affected due to the
economic slump, especially real estate business which is severely suffered. Strick financial policy adopted
by Bank of Thailand, the foreign hedge funds took advantage from low economic situation attacked the Baht
currency, unstability of Thai financial institutes, account deficit, devalued Thai Baht resulting in tight and
turmoiled liquidity with continual high interest rate on loan and deposit until 1998.

Management of the Federation of savings and credit cooperatives of Thailand Limited (FSCT) in
1997 had considerately been difficult due to the economic crisis situation in Thailand resulting in tight
liquidity in the savings and credit cooperative movement. Problems on stability of the financial institutes
urg FSCT management team and executives to monitor the circumstances and to analyze information
closely. Prudent management system, attentiveness, stable managing structure and confidence of cooperative
members to FSCT enabled FSCT to overcome the crisis with the surplus of 112.08 million baht. FSCT
could assist 99 cooperative members in solving their liquidity problem with the total loans of 3,568.46
million baht. Besides trainings and seminars for the cooperative executives on the crisis were done throughout
the year. FSCT closely coordinate with the Cooperatives Promotion Department promoted and supported
cooperatives to be able to cope with unsteady financial circumstances. Cooperative registrar especially the
Director General of the Cooperatives Promotion Department has given his kind attention on the savings
and credit cooperative movement which had to compete with the financial institutes such as many small
commercial banks concerning interest rate on deposits, therefore our savings and credit cooperatives can stand
firm on outflow money from the movement. Abiding by interest rate of saving deposit of not exceeding 14%
and fixed deposit of not exceeding 16.50% as a strategic mean. FSCT has campaigned for inclusively
prescribing the cooperative issue in the present constitution to promote, support and protect the cooperative
system. Board members have also involved in the amendment of the Cooperative Societies Act to serve as
a developing mean for further more stable progress.

Lastly, 1 wish to thank the executives of cooperatives who have placed their confidence in and
extended their support to FSCT. I must thank the Cooperative Registrar, the officials of the Cooperatives
Promotion Department and the Cooperatives Auditing Department for providing steady support to
cooperatives operations. I am so thankful to advisers, Board of Directors, supervisor and auditor as well as
all staffs who have played the significant roles in the management of FSCT till it has met with success in
this year of FSCT 25th Anniversary.

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THAI ECONOMIC PERFORMANCE IN 1997 AND OUTLOOK FOR 1998
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The world economy in 1997 expanded by
4.10%, which was comparable to that of the previous
year, while inflation was lower on average. This owed
mainly to continued growth with stability in the
United States and the United Kingdom and economic
recovery in Canada and several Western European
countries. In addition, developing economies espe-
cially China, demonstrated an overall robust eco-
nomic performance, despite the financial and currency
turmoil in Southeast and East Asia which ultimately
prompted Thailand, Indonesia and South Korea to
seek financial assistance from the International
Monetary Fund (IMF). World trade expanded by
8.60%, compared with 6.20% last year, according to

the economic strength of industrialized economies.

The Thai economy faced severe diffi-
culties in 1997, mainly as a result of the bubble
economy which made the country highly dependent
on short term foreign capital and overly exposed to
unproductive and speculative investment in the asset
markets. At the same time, the structural problems
of slackening productivity and eroding export com-
petitiveness, which had not been timely addressed, led
to an export slump, the economic slowdown reached
an extent far beyond anticipation, and the current
account deficit remained high. It affected market
confidence in Thai economy and Baht currency which
made the foreign capital outflow continued. At the
same time the sharp economic slowdown began to
affect the performance of financial institutions. The
problem of non-performing loans provoked the loss
of both creditors and depositors confidence in a

number of finance companies. 16 of which were

[—declared-temporarily-suspended-by-Bank-of-Fhailand———

on June 27, 1997, to ease market panic. However
market confidence continued to erode, especially as
credit rating agencies downgraded the country’s
foreign currency bonds on several occasions,
Consequently, the baht depreciated sharply while the
liquidity problem in several financial institutions
became increasingly grave. The authority thus
announced the temporary suspension of another
42 finance companies on August 5, 1997. Finally on
December 8, 1997. 56 of them were anounced to
entirely close, and sought the assistance from IMF on
August 21, 1997 including from several Asian and
Pacificrim countries, the World Bank and the Asian

Development Bank.
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(1) Economic growth should be main-

tained at 3.00-4.00% per annum during the first two
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years and should gradually accelerate to the potential
level of 6.00-7.00% per annum thereafter.

(2) Inflation must not exceed 7.00-8.00%
during the initial phase and should eventually taper
off to 4.00-5.00%.

(3) The current account deficit must be
below 5.00% of GDP in 1997 and below 3.00% of
GDP during the subsequent phase.

(4) International reserves must not fall
below US$ 23 billion throughout 1997 and must be
increased to US$ 25 billion (an equivalence of 4
months of import) in 1998.

Inflation in 1997 remained moderate at
5.60%, gross national savings rose by 4.30%, mod-
erating some what from the growth rate of 9.80%
in last year. Government’s fiscal position recorded
a cash deficit for the first time during the past 10 years
at amount of 31.20 billion baht. It was caused by the
fall in revenue collection while expenditure dis-
bursement accelerated. The government then in-
creased the value added tax rate from 7.00% to

10.00% on August 16, 1997. Liquidity tightened
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in 1997, as a result of the international capital outflow
and the problem with financial institutions in our
country. Commercial bank deposits grew by 15.60%.
Money market interest rates adjusted upward in
line with tight liquidity. The interbank lending rates
rose from an average of 11.00% per annum to
27.00% per annum throughout the last quarter of
1997. Interest rates on 3-month and 1-year time
deposits adjusted upward average from 9.75% and
9.25% in previous year to 11.50% and 13.00%. Mini-
mum Lending Rate (MLR) and Minimum Retail Rate
(MRR) were raised up to 15.25% and 16.00% per
annum respectively. Total commerdcial bank credits
grew by only 7.40%, down from 14.20% last year.
The value of baht, determined under a basket pegged
exchange rate during the first half of 1997, was
average 25.88 baht per US dollar. Since the adoption
of the managed float exchange rate system on July
2, 1997, the baht value was 47.25 baht per US dollar
at the end of 1997.

Outlook For 1998, The recent financial
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turmoil in Southeast and East Asia will undermine
world growth and trade. In particular, economies
under crisis are expected to experience a sharp
slowdown in growth and affected the growth of
especially those whose trading partners are currently
under crisis such as the United States and the United

Kingdom.
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The Thai Economy in 1998 will continued
slowdown from last year. Gross projection stands at
0-1.00% per annum, however the economic circum-
stances will recovered in the latter half of the year.
Economic stability is expected to improve on some
fronts. The current account deficit is projected to
reach 1.80% of GDP as export should increase,
currency depreciation and the authorify’s success in
maintaining moderate inflation while import will
grow not much. Inflation average for the entire year
is projected at 10.60%. Resulting from the measures
to resolve in the financial institutions system, to curb
public spending including the better adjustment of
current account deficit will help stabilise the financial
circumstances and bring about much improvement
in foreign investors’ confidence. The authority will
maintain strict monetary discipline to foster a stable
adjustment for the baht value and help alleviate the
inflationary pressure. The short term interest rate will
be kept relatively high untill the regaining of public
confidence, both in the baht and in the overall
financial system, is evident. Commercial bank
deposits will grow by 13.20% and total commercial
bank credits will grow by 12.00%. With improved
stability of the financial system, both deposit and
lending rates are projected to be able to come down
in the last quarter of 1998. Interest rate on deposit
average of 12.00% per annum and interest rate on
lending average of 16.50%. Liquidity in 1998 trends
to be continuous tight in consideration of unstable
baht currency and the slow-down of business which
is the main income source for strengthening liquidity

of the financial institutions.

2. Share Capital

Share capital is a significant fundamental
capital of FSCT indicating cooperation in co-owner-
ship among the members for FSCT which is one of
the most important principles. Besides it is the capital
proving FSCT stability toward members, investors,
officials, relevant working agencies and the public.

As per the FSCT by-law the member
cooperative shall hold at least one share for 500 baht
once his membership is completed, and increases 2
shares (1,000 baht) for every 1 million baht of the

share capital of cooperative or equivalent to 0.10%.

than the specified level but not in excess of one fifth
of total share capital of FSCT.

On March 31, 1998, FSCT has collected
total share capital of 466,572,000.- baht increased
from March 31, 1997 for which share captial was
435,259,000.- baht by 31,313,000.- baht or 7.19%.
Average share-holding per cooperative was
738,246.84 baht increasing from the previous one,
712,371.52 baht or increased by 3.63%. FSCT was
able to pay the dividen per share at 13% rate per
year calculating from the length of share-holding which

was the highest rate as fixed by the ministrial rule.

FSCT always takes special cares in returning
maximum benefit inclusive of setting up measures
to maintain liquidity to support due redemption and
prior to the schedule without any postponement, SO
that both cooperatives and investors are highly assured
of safety and financial stability of FSCT.

On March 31, 1998 investors of promissory
note in FSCT was totally for 3,786,584,444.68 baht
reduced from March 31, 1997 of 5,044,428,238.58
baht by 1,257,843,793.90 baht or 24.94%.

4. Loan service to members.

In 1997 FSCT provided loan service to 99
cooperative members amounting 3,568,464,601.80 baht
reduced from 1996 of 4,248,584,853.04 baht by
680,120,251.24 baht or 16.01%.

On March 31, 1998 outstanding loan has
remained for 4,290,990,900.77 baht increased from
March 31, 1997 for which outstanding loan has
remained amounting 3,865,817,894.63 baht by
425,173,000.14 baht or 11.00%

5. Printed Matter Service

Printed matter service by FSCT is made to
provide assistances for members to utilize standard
printed matter which are improved, updated for both
forms and informations such as loan application form,
loan contract for ordinary loan, guarantee form for
ordinary loan, loan application and loan contract
form for emergency etc.

Besides, FSCT offer privileges to members
in form of discount on subsequent purchase by
calculating from the payment schedule which means
59 discount will be offered for cash payment in
placing purchasing order. The payment is settled within

30 days (as from the date of invoice/tax invoice to
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the date for which FSCT received) 3% discount will
be offered.

In 1997 sales volume was 6,514,611.00 baht
reduced from the previous year of 7,333,819.22 baht
by 819,208.22 baht or 11.17% as for gross profit
from the sale of printed matter in 1997 was for
1,142,690.66 baht reduced from the previous year of
1,396,227.97 baht by 253,547.31 baht or 18.10%.
Lower sales volume was because cooperatives have
changed to use more the document recorded by com-
puter and many cooperatives have purchased copy

printers machine to serve their working purposes.

6. Operating Supervision Service

Operating supervision service is another
service offered by FSCT set up for helping cooperative
members for appropriate examination, internal system
control in finance accounting and management to be

more_efficient, however ESCT service-was-encoun-
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tering personnel problems and expenses, so that FSCT
was adopting policy to adjust reducing and ceasing
operating supervision service in 1998.

In any case, to promote savings and credit
cooperatives in various aspects to be up to the standard
and disciplines and to become widely acceptable to
the public, FSCT has initiated the savings and credit

cooperatives system development project in 1997, then
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established a savings and credit cooperative system
development team that will be assigned as a department
of savings and credit cooperative system development
in 1998. FSCT developed personnel for new assign-
ment and produced manual in establishing savings and
credit cooperative, manual in new savings and credit
cooperative establishment inclusive of making oper-
ating standard and manual in internal control system

of savings and credit cooperative.

7. Technical service

In 1997, Human Resource Development
Center for Savings and Credit Cooperatives (HRDC),
Federation of Savings and Credit Cooperatives of
Thailand Limited had initiated training project and
practical seminar on various courses and selected
appropriate courses to be held among board members
and staffs of cooperatives to be professional level for
good services offered in cooperative work, thus tech-
nical services have been provided as follows:

7.1 Practical seminar in 1997, HRDC had
completed 10 projects for both board members and
staffs of savings and credit cooperatives who attended
the seminars totally, 666 persons from 366 coopera-

tives, total registered fee for 2,370,560.00 baht and
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total expenses was 2,370,560.00 baht and net margin
was 68,192.27 baht.

7.2 Trainingon management of savings and
credit cooperative with the objective to educate co-
operative personnel to be of professional level by
emphasizing both theoretical perspective and imple-
mentation with measurement test at the end of each
program for all successful participants. In 1997,
HRDC had organized 9 courses in which the board
members and staffs of cooperatives participated from
244 cooperatives, total registered fee was 1,023,380.00
baht, total expenses 969,621.60 baht and net margin
was 53,758.00 baht with all successful participants
who were given certificate of accomplishment totally
252 persons and 77 persons were obtained certificate
of attendence.

7.3 Tri:party training project which is
joint-project among 3 national cooperative organiza-

tions : that is Cooperative league of Thailand, Fed-
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RusiusyuesAnisaz 1 @ Tl 2540 dstineusy
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eration of savings and credit cooperatives of Thailand
limited and credit unions league of Thailand limited
to provide training for small savings and credit co-
operatives with capital of not exceeding 30 miliion
baht or newly-established of not exceeding 3 years
and credit union cooperative which is community based
savings cooperative. Cooperative can receive appro-

priate training by paying one fourth of the fee. Each

triparty organization jointly contributed one part of
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the fund. In 1997 3 training courses were conducted
in which 197 board members and staffs participated
from 128 cooperatives.

7.4 Support for training programs con-
ducted by member cooperatives, FSCT supported the
member’s in-house training through giving advise
or providing lecturer as required by each member
cooperative. In 1997 total 56 lecturers were provided
to serve 45 cooperatives in 45 training courses.

7.5 Funding for practical seminars, FSCT
allocated budget in supporting registration fee puls
accommodation for seminar held by FSCT to small
savings and credit cooperative or established for not
exceeding 3 years and total assets of not exceeding
30 million baht or cooperative who sent personnel to
participate in the seminar on any course from 10
persons more last years, one supporting budget was
granted. In 1997, FSCT has totally paid 42 supporting

budget to 41 cooperatives.
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7.6 Technical information produced for
dissemination, FSCT has collected articles and
commentaries from experts through seminars held by
FSCT by printing of compiled articles concerning the
savings and credit cooperatives vol. 11 and 4 supple-
mentary documents to disseminate to member coop-

eratives and sell to interested persons.

8. Public Relations

As for public relations in 1997 achieved all
the objectives in disseminating information of
savings and credit cooperative and FSCT inclusive of
better understanding among FSCT with member
cooperatives, working agencies, mass media and the
public by public relations through medeas as follows:

8.1 Printed Matter

Produced newsletter to disseminate infor-
mation and FSCT activity regularly for 3,000

copies, printed poster calendar disseminating_during
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New Year Eve, symbol stickers and the 25" anni-
versary of FSCT year book.

tives to ask for assistances for the flood victims in

the south region, through 3 cooperatives which ware
Chumphorn Teachers Savings and Credit Cooperative

Cooperative Limited and Ranong Teachers Savings
and Credit Cooperative Limited. They acted as central
unit coordinating aid for the flood victims with 108

9. Foreign Relations

FSCT launched the foreign relations activi-
